For unclean spirits, crying with aloud voice, came out of many that were
possessed with them: and many taken with palsies, and that were lame, were healed.

Aeneas, Jesus Christ makes you whole: arise and make your bed. And he arose immediately.

Perceiving that he had faith to be healed, Paul said with aloud voice, “ Stand upright on your feet
and he leaped and walked.”

For | will not dare to speak of any of those things which Christ has not wrought by me, to make the
Gentiles obedient, by word and deed, through mighty signs and wonders, by the power of the Spirit
of God; so that from Jerusalem and round about to Ilyricum, | have fully preached the Gospel of
Christ.

And my speech and my preaching was not with enticing words of man’s wisdom, but in
demonstration of Spirit and of power: that your faith should not stand in the wisdom of men, but in
the power of God.

For the Kingdom of God is not in word but in power.

For God, who commanded the light to shine out of darkness, has shined in our hearts, to give the
light of the knowledge of the glory of God in the face of Jesus Christ. But we have this treasure in
earthen vessals, that the excellency of the power may be of God and not of us.

Truly the signs of an apostle were wrought among you in all patience, in signs, and wonders, and
mighty deeds.

He therefore that ministers to you in the Spirit, and works miracles among you, does he do it by the
works of the law, or by the hearing of faith?

And what is the exceeding greatness of His power toward us who believe according to the working
of His mighty power, which He wrought in Christ when He raised Him from the dead, and set Him
at His own right hand in the heavenly places.

We are strengthened with al might, according to His glorious power, unto all patience and long-
suffering with joyfulness.

For our gospel came not to you in word only, but also in power, and in the Holy Spirit, and in
much assurance.

For God has not given us the spirit of fear; but of power, and of love, and of a sound mind.
